It’s book project time! Instead of making a visual, this time you should focus on the audio. You will create a soundtrack for your book (*this is why you may not use a book that has been made into a movie!) Using the theme, setting, characters, and other literary elements we have discussed in class, compile a list of songs that fit your book. Think about where those songs would be played in the story, who would play/sing them, and why the song would fit that scene. You will also create a cd cover. One side will have some sort of picture (collage, portrait, photograph, painting, etc.) and the other side will describe why you chose this selection of songs.

This is what people will see first when they pick your soundtrack off of the shelf. Make it flashy! You must include the following:

Back Album Cover- 20 points

This is where people look for the names of an artist’s songs. You will include the tracks of your soundtrack here; each one should be a real song! Include the title of the song, the artist, and put them in order from first to last (like a normal CD). Don’t’ forget to make it pretty too! Here’s the point breakdown:

· You have at least 8 songs, put it in order from first to last ___8

· Each song has the title and artist ___8

· You have some kind of color, picture, design on the back___4

Inside Cover- 40 points
Now comes the language arts part! On the inside cover, artists usually give thanks to the people who helped them make the album, include song lyrics, photographs, or give some explanations of why they wrote a certain song. This helps fans make a personal connection with the artist. You will need to help your book’s potential fans make a more personal connection.

Appearance and Presentation- 20 points

To create a snazzy case, use the elements of art you learned in Ms. Cope’s class (color, line, shape, dimension, texture). Make your edges neat, don’t get food on your project, take good care of it in your book bag, etc.
